Development Meet

Five young swimmers attended the annual Hertfordshire Development Meet on Sunday, 21st November at The Venue, Borehamwood.  This meet enables young swimmers up to the age of eleven to “try out” an open meet in a friendly, relaxed atmosphere.  This year the events were limited to only 200 metre events and the event ran well.
Ralph Davies had an excellent meet, achieving County Qualifying times in the 200m backstroke and 200m freestyle. He also swam a qualifying time in the 200m breaststroke, but due to a technicality, this swim did not count.  As he already has his 200m IM County time, his preparations for Counties in March 2011 are well under way.
Eleanor Turpin swam well all the day with Personal Best times (PB’s) in the 200 freestyle, where she gained a Silver medal, and the 200m Individual Medley where she did a 28 second PB and won a bronze medal.  Her best swim was saved for the final event, the 200 backstroke, where an impressive swim claimed a County Qualifying time.
Ryan Brewster claimed a number of medals during the course of the day, in a variety of strokes and showed the makings of a good IM swimmer.  He won a bronze medal in the 200m IM, a silver medal in the 200m butterfly and a bronze medal in the 200m breaststroke.

Ellen Woodger brought her bubbly personality and love of swimming with her, and was rewarded with PB’S in the 200m backstroke and freestyle and achieved PB’s in both and a bronze medal in the 200m breaststroke. 

Last but not least, Naomi Harvey swam brilliantly in her two events: the 200m freestyle in which she achieved a 15 second PB and her 200m backstroke, where she swam a 14 second PB to finish 4th overall.

All swimmers swam well, behaved extremely well and were a credit to Hoddesdon swimming club. Next year, we hope many more young swimmers will join us to have a really exciting and enjoyable day!
