Chris Smith 14yrs old, who attends Goffs School, Cheshunt swam the 100m Breaststroke in exactly the same time 1.15.58 and finished in 4th place.  Hayley Warrington 13yrs old, who attends Presdales School in Ware came 2nd in both the 100m Breaststroke with a time of 1.20.25, and the 100m Freestyle in a time of 1.03.36.  Hayley also competed in the 200m Individual Medley and finished in 8th place.  Keira Sullivan 15yrs old, who attends St. Mary’s R.C. Secondary in Bishop’s Stortford came 5th in both the 100m Backstroke with a time of 1.12.13 and the 100 Butterfly with a time of 1.13.69.  Keira also competed in the 100m Freestyle and finished in 8th place.
