Hoddesdon Swimming Club Compete at East Region Youth Swimming Championships

Hoddesdon Swimming Club took 7 swimmers to the East Region Youth Swimming Championships during the bank holiday weekend.

The Championships were held in the 50m pool at the University of East Anglia.  Swimmers from across the East Region, including clubs from Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Essex,  Norfolk, Suffolk and Hertfordshire were competing.

The competition was tough and Hoddesdon Swimmers put in fine performances winning medal positions and gaining places in many finals.

Emma Warrington 18, competing in the 16 years/over age group became East Region Champion by convincingly winning a gold medal in the 50m breastroke in a time of 34.55.  This also earned Emma a Championship record.  Emma also won a silver medal in 100m breastroke in 1.15.29; this brilliant time gave her an even better National Qualifying time.  A bronze medal was won in the 200m breastroke in 2.49.53.  During the weekend Emma also came 11th in the 200m individual medley with a time of 2.38.17, which was a long course personal best time.

Also having a successful weekend was David Kelleway 17 competing in the 17yrs/over age group.  David just missed out on medal position coming 4th in the 100m fly in 1.00.28.  He also came 4th in 200m individual medley final where he improved on his heat time by an impressive 3 secs giving him a time of 2.16.77.  David also competed in the 100m freestyle 55.85 secs

Paul O’Doherty 19 came 4th in the final of the 200m fly in a time of 2.16.44, improving on his heat time by 2 seconds.  Paul also competed in the 50m and 100m fly gaining times of 28.36 and 1.02.55 respectively.  In the 200m free a time of 2.08.6 was achieved.

Competing for the 1st time in the Youth Championships were Hayley Warrington 14, Kirstin Meikle 14 and Chris Smith 15.  

Hayley competing in the 14/15 year age group had a rewarding weekend which saw her compete in the 50m and 100m breastroke and reaching the final in both.  Unfortunately she was unable to improve on her heat times of 36.65 and 1.21.40 respectively and in the 50 breaststroke and came 6th in the final with a time of 37.10 and came 7th in the 100m breastroke final in 1.22.88.  Hayley also competed in the 50m free and 100m free achieving times of 29.08 and 1.04.48 which were both long course personal best times.

Kirstin Meikle competing in the same age group competed in the 50m fly achieving a time of 32.82.  Chris Smith 15 competing in the boys 15/16 age group came 13th in the 50m breastroke in 34.47.

Competing in the Multi Disability competition was Grace Harvey 12 who had a very successful weekend.  Grace came 2nd in the 200m individual medley in a time of 4.23.90, 3rd in the 400m free in 7.23.96 and 4th in the 100m backstroke in 1.55.40.
