5 Hoddesdon Swimmers at Regional Championships

The University of East Anglia in Norwich was the setting for the East Region British Age Group Category Championships. Swimmers aged between 10 and 14 gathered from the 6 counties including Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Essex, Norfolk, Suffolk and of course Hertfordshire.

The Championships took place over the first 2 weekends in June and Hoddesdon Swimming Club was represented by 5 swimmers who had all made the tough qualifying times earlier in the season.

Georgina Fisher 12, had amazing championships obtaining personal bests in all her events. Georgina competed in the 200m freestyle, in the heats she gained a time of 2.21.03 qualifying for the final. Georgina gained an even better time in the final and came in at 2.20.27 winning a bronze medal. Winning another final place in the 100m freestyle in 1.03.92, Georgina came back in a time of 1.04.42 achieving 4th place. Swimming in the 400m freestyle in 4.59.35 saw Georgina gain an incredible 17 sec pb and 6th place; a 13 sec PB was also swam in the 200m individual medley in 2.43.89. The 100m backstroke was again a great event going into the final in 5th place with a time of 1.13.63, and then achieving a 1.14.86 and 8th place. The 200m backstroke Georgina came back in 11th place in 2.40.38

Tomas Stevens 13, gained an excellent time in the heats of the 100m backstroke in 1.07.63 going into the final in 5th place.  In the final he obtained a National Qualifying time of 1.07.13 and came home in 5th place. Tomas came 11th in the 200m backstroke in a time of 2.29.71. Swimming in the 100m freestyle in 1.03.11 and also in the 200m individual medley saw Tomas gain a 17 sec pb with a time of 2.36.01.

Rebecca Freestone 12, qualified for the 200m individual medley and gained a time of 2.51.42.

Kane Hagley-King 14 and Amy Godsave 11, were swimming in their 1st regional championships.  Kane swam a personal best in the 100m freestyle in 1.01.91 and Amy who qualified for 3 events swam the 100m free and 100m backstroke where she came 14th  in both events with a time of 1.11.91 and 1.22.80 respectively.  Amy also swam the 200m freestyle in 2.39.43.
