Hoddesdon Girls Swim at National Event

The British Gas National Youth and Multi Disability Championships took place at the National Sports Centre Sheffield between 27 and 31 July 2011.

The prestige event saw two Hoddesdon Swimming Club members Emma Warrington 18 and Grace Harvey 12 competing in this top event.

Emma Warrington 18, had qualified earlier in the season to swim the 100m Breaststroke.  Swimming a brilliant race Emma turned in 34.69 seconds, which saw Emma  achieving a personal best time of 1.14.67 and qualifying for a place in the semi finals later that evening.  The semi finals saw Emma swim a good race and improve her ranking from 20th to 19th however after battling hard in the heats could not improve her time and finished in a time of 1.16.23.

Grace Harvey 12 who was competing in the Multi Disability Championships had qualified for 5 events.

The 1st day of competition saw Grace swim in the 400m Freestyle where she swam a massive 10 sec personal best and achieved a time of 6.58.14 and finished 19th out of 21 swimmers who are the best British Disability Swimmers in the country.  

The following day Grace swam in the 50m Freestyle, swimming in the same heat as Paralympian Ellie Simmonds.  Grace swam a good race just finishing outside her personal best time in 43.77 and coming 25th. 

Day 3 of the competition was a busy day for Grace competing in the 100m Backstroke where she came 23rd in a time of 1.53.47.  Also competing in the 200m Individual Medley Grace swam a superb race finishing with a very strong freestyle in a time of 4.16.58.

On the final day of the competition saw Grace competing in the 100m Freestyle which was her best race of the competition where she managed to pick up the most points and achieve a fantastic personal best time of 1.33.00 finishing in 19th place.
