Hatfield UK Challenge 14-15 May

Seven swimmers from Hoddesdon Swimming Club took part in the Level 2 Hatfield UK Challenge during the weekend of 14-15 May.  This meet is well known for attracting swimming clubs from all over the country.  For some swimmers in the British Age Group Categories this is the last chance to achieve Regional Qualifying times.

A successful weekends swimming saw Hoddesdon swimmers achieve many personal best times.  A regional qualifying time was also achieved for Kane Hagley King 14 who swam the 100m free in 1.00.37.

Georgina Fisher 12, won 3 medals and gained 2 personal best times. During the weekend she swam in the 50m free winning silver in 29.48, and winning bronze in 100m free and 100m back 1.03.10 and 1.11.84 respectively.

Another swimmer achieving personal best times and a medal place during the weekend was Hayley Warrington 14.  Hayley swam in the 50m free in 28.26 winning a silver medal, 100m free 1.01.63 and 200m free 2.14.44.  Hayley also swam the 100 breastroke in 1.20.65 coming 8th.

Winning a place in the 100m fly final was David Kelleway 17 who in the heats achieved a time of 59.49 and went on to improve on this with a time of 58.47 and coming 7th in the final.  David also competed in the 100m free 53.43 and 200m free 1.57.35.

Chris Smith 15 competing in the 15-16 age group came 10th in both his races just missing out on a personal best time in the 100m breastroke in 1.13.70.  He also competed in the 200m breastroke in 2.45.83

Rebecca Freestone swam well during the weekend despite swimming with broken toes and the youngest swimmer of the weekend was Amy Godsave 11 who after overcoming her initial nerves gave a fine performance in all her races.
